Common English translations of the word Amen

include "verily", "truly", "it is true’, and "let it be so".
Itis also used colloquially, to express strong agreement.
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Read the passages with these three
questions in mind.

1- What did Jesus say?
2 - Why did Jesus say it?

3 - Who cares, or so what?

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1: John 1:51 - And He said to him, “Truly, truly, | say to
you, you will see the heavens opened and the angels
of God ascending and descending on the Son of Man.”

5: John 5:19 - Therefore Jesus answered and was saying
to them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, the Son can do
nothing of Himself, unless it is something He sees the
Father doing; for whatever the Father does, these
things the Son also does in like manner.”

6: John 5:24 - Truly, truly, | say to you, he who hears My
word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life,
and does not come into judgment, but has passed out
of death into life.
